wald, and an "east/west" soccer match, i n which 
GDR pedagogues s o u n d l y proved t h e i r a t h l e t i c 
prowess to mostly B r i t i s h and Scandanavian Ger-
manists. The o v e r a l l atmosphere was always one 
of "Gemütlichkeit" i n which strangers from wes­
t e r n Europe, the US, and Japan became f r i e n d s 
and were welcomed warmly by GDR t e a c h e r s and 
s c h o l a r s . I e n t h u s i a s t i c a l l y recommend the 
summer program i n E r f u r t as an e n r i c h i n g l i t e r ­
ary and c u l t u r a l experience.
