artists, a pianist and a soprano, and a publicist for the
Prague Symphony talked freely of how much easier it
has become to travel abroad to perform.

By attending this festival, in short, one learns that
glasnost is clearly a cultural and artistic force as well
as a political one, This festival offers so much insight
and so iuch exceptional music that it can be recom-
mended without hesitation or qualification.

Next summer's Kissinger Sommer festival runs June
22-July 16. Though the programs will not be final
until March, prominent German, Czech, and Polish sym-
phony orchestras are already scheduled, as are East
German baritone Olaf Baer, the Halle Landestheater,
composer Alfred Schnittke, and numerous instrumen-
talists.
