An 
i n t e r e s t i n g p o s s i b i l i t y might be to discuss 
to what degree such developments had an i n ­
fluence on the reception of bourgeois avant-
garde l i t e r a t u r e and/or on the production of 
l i t e r a t u r e i n the GDR. No papers w i l l be 
read i n the seminar. Proposals for discus­
sion topics, which might take the form of 
papers to be d i s t r i b u t e d to participants 
beforehand or presentation of short theses 
for discussion should be sent as soon as 
possible to the discussion leader, Rainer 
Nagele, Department of German, Dieter Cunz 
H a l l of Languages, Ohio State University, 
Columbus, Ohio 43210 (Tel.

VISITING L E C T U R E R S 
STEPHAN HEYM 

Heym i s probably the best known novelist of 
the GDR i n the English-speaking world and i s 
we l l q u a l i f i e d to compare l i f e i n the GDR and 
the USA. With other anti-Nazi writers such as 
Brecht, Heym came to the United States as a 
refugee i n the l a t e t h i r t i e s . In 1952 he re­
turned to the GDR and i s now eager to see what 
changes the l a s t 24 years have made i n the 
United States as well as to report on what has 
been happening i n the c u l t u r a l , p o l i t i c a l , soc­
i a l and economic l i f e of the GDR. Those f a m i l ­
i a r with the long feature a r t i c l e he wrote for 
the New York Times l a s t spring w i l l remember 
that he i s a frank c r i t i c as w e l l as a l o y a l 
supporter of the GDR. 

His novels include Hostages, The Crusaders, 
The Eyes of Reason, The King David Report 
and his l a t e s t Seven Days i n June, soon to 
appear i n English i n t h i s country. 

Heym has agreed to p a r t i c i p a t e i n the second 
annual GDR symposium at the World Fellowship 
Center i n Conway, N.H., at the end of June. 
He has asked the GDR Society to help plan his 
i t i n e r a r y .

TRAVEL AND EXCHANGE 
STUDY TOUR IN THE GDR 

A unique study tour which focuses on the 
r e l a t i o n between church and state i n the 
GDR and v i s i t s most of the places s i g n i ­
f i c a n t i n Luther's Reformation w i l l be con­
ducted by Dr. C a r l and Mildred Soule, June 
28 to July 19, 1976. The Soules have l e d 
many tours to Eastern Europe, f i v e of them 
to the GDR. Now r e t i r e d from the United 
Methodist Office for the United Nations, 
Soule was one of the founding members of 
the American Society f o r the Study of the 
GDR and served as i t s president for two 
years. Currently he i s a member of the 
Working Committee of the C h r i s t i a n Peace 
Conference (headquartered i n Prague) and 
represents that organization at the UN. 
In the GDR the group w i l l be served by 
C a r l Ordnung, a special assistant to Gerald 
Getting, head of the CDU and secretary of 
the C h r i s t i a n Peace Conference, and Rev. 
Martin Lange, pastor of a B e r l i n suburban 
church and chairman of the interdenomina­
t i o n a l Youth Council of the GDR. These 
two men w i l l be responsible for contacts 
and conferences with persons i n a l l walks 
of l i f e . 

The tour w i l l include stops i n B e r l i n , 
Potsdam, Magdeburg, Halle, Wittenberg, 
L e i p z i g , E r f u r t , Weimar, Eisenach (Wartburg), 
Meissen and Dresden, with time divided equal­
l y between sightseeing, conferences with r e l i ­
gious leaders and meetings with p o l i t i c a l o f f i ­
c i a l s . The tour fee of $1250 includes a i r 
transportation from New York, bus t r a n s p o r t a t ­
i o n within the GDR, a l l hotel rooms and meals, 
excluding g r a t u i t i e s and beverages. Those who 
wish to continue the tour beyond the GDR into 
another country of Eastern Europe may do so at 
additional cost by contacting the t r a v e l ser­
vice or the Soules.
