FPlease take a moment to jot down
whatever titles or work-in-progress you are awar
of and send it to the Bulletin., A simple post-
card suffices, but please give complete bihlio-
graphic infeormation. If there is not suffi-
ciently broad participation in the project the
editor will give serious consideraticn to a
suggestion that the bibliography be circulated
only amecng those who have demonstrated their
interest by contributing to the compilation.
