“Development Communication Report (DCR)” Is a
newsletler-type publication. It fealures interesting stories
and practical messages aboul communication successes
and failuras in various developing countries. A publication of
the Clearinghouse on Development Communication, it is
supported by the Development Support Bureau of the U.S.
Agency for International Development. Published guarterly
“DCR" is distributed free to over 5,000 development profes-
sionals.

The 16-page June 1981 issue, for example, includes ar-
ticles on cost-effective training strategies at the fiald lavel
which would strengthen the influence of the extension
agents in communities; the use of lolk-poetry in Bangladesh
for carrying timely messages; slow-s¢an long distance pic-
tures by phone; and VTR media techniques in Tanzania.
There is also a one-page summary ¢f the new content area
logos that can be used in all future international communica-
tions.

A regular feature of DCR is “A Communicator's Check-
list.” This is an excellent review section of 5 or 6 recent
communications publications from around the world.

Another regular outstanding article is “'Dilemmas in Coun-
try X.'" It highlights and comments on a development prob-
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lem that actually exisis, but the real country and peapla in-
volved are not named,

Helpiul to the reader, too, is the “'On File at ERIC" sec-
tien. It reviews reports and proceedings on topics in the
areas of educational technology, teacher training programs,
and curriculum development, All reporls reviewed are
available in microfiche from the ERIC Document Reproduc-
tion Service.

Publications and conferences on subjects of special in-
terest are highlighted in short reports, DCR is indeed a
valuable resource for anyone in international communica-
tion work.
