A. Brief Chronology of Blaise Cendrars 

This is a schematic chronology of major landmarks in Cen- 
drars's life and original publications in book form. A detailed 
chronology is to be found in Europe, No. 566 (June 1976), pp. 
223-248. 

1887 September 1, Frederic Sauser was born in La 
Chaux-de-Fonds, Switzerland. 

1894-96 Early schooling in the Scuola Internazionale, 
Naples, Italy. 

1897-1902 Attends the «Pro-Gymnasium,» Basel, 
Switzerland. 

1902-1904 Attends the «Ecole Superieure de Commerce,» 
Neuchatel. 

1904-1907 Russia. September to end of December: Moscow. 
January 1905-April 1907: Saint Petersburg. 

1907 April 21: returns to Basel. Settles later in 
Neuchatel where his mother dies on February 8, 
1908. 

1908-09 Studies at the University of Berne. 
1910 Brussels: April and July-August. Moves to Paris 

in October. 
1911 April: returns to Saint Petersburg. November: 

sails from Libau, Poland to New York. 
1912 New York until June. July: settles in Paris. 

September: founds the review Les Hommes 
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Nouveaux. November: Les Pdques. Paris: Edi- 
tions des Hommes Nouveaux. 

1913 La Prose du Transsiberien. Paris: Editions des 
Hommes Nouveaux. Sequences. Paris: Editions 
des Hommes Nouveaux. 

1914 Joins the Foreign Legion in July. September: mar- 
ries Fe la Poznanska. 

1915 September: wounded at the Ferme Navarin. Am- 
putation of his right arm. December: Medaille 
militaire and Croix de Guerre. 

1916 February: naturalized French citizen. La Guerre 
au Luxembourg. Paris: Niestle. 

1917 Cannes, Nice, Paris, La Pierre. September: meets 
Raymone Duchateau in Paris. Profond 
Aujourd'hui. Paris: A la Belle Edition. 

1918 Nice, Paris. Works with Abel Gance in the film 
J'Accuse. Becomes literary director of the Edi- 
tions de la Sirene. J'ai tue. Paris: A la Belle Edi- 
tion.
